FEES YOU MUST PAY

For an Attended or Unattended burial funeral, the burial fee¹ £525.00 - £1600.00

In this local area, the typical cost of the burial fee for local residents is: £525.00 - £1600.00 
For a new grave, you will also need to pay for the plot; for an existing grave with a memorial in place,  
you may need to pay a removal/replacement fee.  In addition, the cemetery may charge a number of other fees.

For an Attended cremation, the cremation fee² is: £770.00 - £920.00

In this local area, the typical cost of a cremation for local residents is: £770.00 - £920.00

ATTENDED FUNERAL (funeral director’s charges only)  £2690.00

Taking care of all necessary legal and administrative arrangements £1320.00

Collecting and transporting the deceased person from the place of death  £240.00 
(normally within 15 miles of the funeral director’s premises) into the funeral director’s care

Care of the deceased person before the funeral in appropriate facilities.   £105.00 
The deceased person will be kept at the funeral director’s branch premises

Providing a suitable coffin - this will be made from Oak Veneer £495.00

²In England, Wales and Northern Ireland, you will usually need to pay doctors’ fees as well.  This is the charge for a doctor to sign the Medical Certificates for Cremation.
